Work Questions for On the Streets (Lisa Biagiotti):

1. What are the main social issues highlighted in On the Streets?
How does the filmmaker use personal stories to stress these issues? Give examples of this.

2. How does Lisa Biagiotti approach the topic of homelessness in her storytelling?
Discuss her techniques, such as interview style, visual elements, sound and tone. How do these choices impact your understanding of the subject?

3. Analyze the filmmaker’s portrayal of empathy and human connection.
How does she build empathy for her subjects, and why is this important for the documentary's message?

4. How does the film challenge stereotypes about homelessness?
What insights does it give that might change viewers' preconceived ideas?

5. Examine the use of setting and background in the film.
How do the locations chosen for filming contribute to the overall narrative? What does the backdrop reveal about the struggles faced by the individuals?

6. Reflect on the filmmaker’s purpose.
Why do you think Lisa Biagiotti decided to create this documentary? How effective is her approach in sparking awareness or action on the issues presented?

7. Do some research. 
In the film, it is said that there are 44.000 homeless in Los Angeles, but that was in 2016. Research, how many homeless there are today.

8. Your own choice. 
Pick your most memorable segment from the film? What was it about this part that makes you remember it?
