Your group is to do some research on your assigned question. You only get to solve one question. Your product (the answer) is to be a visual presentation, e.g. powerpoint of e.g. newsmedia headlines, graphs of data, graphics etc., and an oral presentation in English (3-4 minutes).

Question 1: How do minority groups react- e.g. LGBTQ+ community, Latinos, and Afro-Americans?
Question 2: How do the news media and experts explain Trump's victory?
Question 3: What does the political landscape look like in Congress after the election? How is this going to impact Trump's ability to enforce his political agenda (political leeway)? And are there any new electees for Congress, who stand out (minority groups)?
Question 4: How does a proposal of a bill become law (Checks and balances)? Also, how does a "filibuster" work? Example?
Question 5: What is next on Trump's political agenda?
Question 6: Can you find a picture of the current US Supreme Court judges? Who appoints them? And how long do they serve? Fiund examples of Supreme Court verdicts that have caused turmoil in society within the past 60 years.
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
