

Argumentative essay Disney’s woke culture

Disney has become a big part of the culture war in the last years. Some people say the company is brave for showing more diversity in movies, while others think Disney is too “woke” and care more about politics than about making good stories. The new live-action Little Mermaid (2023) is one of the best examples of this debate. For some it was inspiring, for others it was a mistake. In this essay I will look at both sides, and ask if Disney’s “woke agenda” is really progress, or if it is hurting the company.

A major problem Disney has faced is financial decline as a result of its woke approach. The company’s last four high-profile movies lost over one billion dollars, and Marvel even had its worst year ever at the box office. Many critics argue this happened because Disney’s focus on being “woke” has driven fans away. This is not good for Disney, and it should be taken as a sign that bringing politics and the diversity debate into children’s entertainment can backfire. The financial losses also raise problems for the company’s future, since investors may hesitate to fund projects, and profits will be harder to secure. 
Finances are not Disney’s only problem with implementing a “woke agenda”; the company has also faced strong backlash from consumers. The company and its star actress, Halle Bailey, both received racist comments from people who felt Disney was moving away from the traditional stories they knew and loved. Bailey has said that she is not affected by these remarks and that she is grateful for what this role will mean to Black and brown children, hoping they can see themselves in her. Although the company may not take these comments to heart, the backlash can still create problems in the long run. It risks dividing audiences and making people feel angry that the focus has shifted away from the magical stories they grew up with, and toward what they see as a corporation pushing political views onto children.

Another problem is that Disney seems to have forgotten the traditions and foundations that made it the successful company it is today. In the new Little Mermaid, Disney even changed the lyrics of the classic song “Kiss the Girl.” The original line, “It doesn’t take a word, not a single word. Go on and kiss the girl,” was rewritten to, “Use your words, boy, and ask her. If the time is right and the time is tonight, go on and kiss the girl.” This change was meant to promote the idea of consent. However, many people feel there was no reason to alter the original lyrics and that such lessons should not be taught through a Disney movie, especially to audiences who may be too young to understand these issues. This shows that Disney is willing to sacrifice its traditions to push political views onto the screen. It could also lead to parents avoiding these films, since young children are easily influenced by the idols they see on screen.
In conclusion, Disney’s attempt to be “woke” has not had the effect they hoped for. Their attempt at being woke has led to financial losses, backlash from audiences, and the loss of their traditions. Disney, as a company, have reshaped their image and relationships with their audience. 
Financially, Disney have failed drastically on their recent projects their last four high-profile films have lost more than a billion dollars combined. This struggle shows how Disney’s change in focus has had a negative effect on the company.
At the same time, the company has faced major backlash from their audience. This can be seen in the controversy surrounding the casting of the black actress “Halle Bailey” as Ariel. The choice to cast an African American actress has been criticised for being a betrayal of Disney’s values and traditions. Because of this, Disney risks dividing their audience into two groups the ones who love tradition and the ones who wish to embrace the changes.

Despite the positive impacts, making closer connections for many children around the world. Some critics have raised the argument that Disney’s focus on identity and messaging has resulted in a weakened storytelling as result hurt its commercial performance. For instance, Spiked Online makes the claim that Disney’s last several high-profile films lost over 1 billion dollars combined and that the studio was overtaken by Universal, linking these results directly to the earlier discussed “woke” casts and scripts. This pleases a minority but misaligns with audience preferences compromising the originality of the storylines[footnoteRef:1]. The article also cites as follows. “It’s as if Disney’s leaders felt compelled to toe the line on the identitarian agenda. They were prepared to trash the company’s reputation and alienate its fans, seemingly just to signal their allegiance to this new elite ideology”. This critique presents “wokeness” as a “creative burden” that makes the storylines in the films feel more like a learning curve on inclusivity which takes away attention from the entertainment aspect.
