1. Inaugural address: (indsættelsestale) A speech delivered during a formal ceremony marking the beginning of a leader’s term. Usually a presidents first public speech.
2. Allegiance: Loyalty or commitment to a cause or idea.
3. Self-evident: Obvious and requiring no proof or explanation.
4.  Affirm: To declare or confirm something as true or valid.
5.  Entrust: (betro) To assign responsibility for something to someone.
6. Unalienable rights: Fundamental rights that cannot be taken away or denied.
7. Tyranny: Oppressive government or authority.
8. Republic: A state where power rests with the people and their elected representatives.
9. Creed: (overbevisning) A set of beliefs or principles.
10. Free market: An economic system with minimal government intervention where supply and demand guide trade.
11. Vulnerable: Open to harm, damage, or attack.
12. Misfortune: (uheld) An unfortunate event or circumstance.
13. Succumb to: (give efter for/falde for) To give in to pressure or temptation.
14. Resilience: (ukuelighed) The ability to recover quickly from challenges.
15. Diversity: The inclusion of varied types of people or ideas.
16. Drive: Strong motivation to achieve or accomplish.
17. Prosperity: Wealth or success, particularly in economic terms.
18. Harness: (tøjle) To control and make use of.
19. Revamp: (reformere/forbedre) To renovate or improve.
20. Hardship: Severe suffering or difficulty.
21. Empower: To give someone the authority or power to do something.
22. Endure: To last through challenges or hardship.
23. Effort: The use of energy or determination to achieve something.
24. Determination: (beslutsomhed, målbevidsthed) Firmness of purpose; resoluteness.
25. Sap: To weaken or drain strength.
26. Forebears: (forfædre) Ancestors or predecessors.
27. Commitment: A pledge or dedication to a cause or activity.
28. Inextricably: (uløeseligt) In a way that cannot be separated or untangled.
29. Proclaim: (erklære) To declare or announce publicly.
30. Enlist: (melde sig) To join or recruit others for a cause or activity.
31. Define: To explain the meaning of something.
32. Progress: Forward movement toward a goal or improvement.
33. Oath: A solemn promise or vow.
34. Execute: To carry out or put into effect.
35. Ideal: A standard of perfection or excellence to strive for.
36. Embrace: To accept or support willingly and enthusiastically.
