Analyzing a poem

FORM (1. taksonomi) 
· Stanza and line, run-on-lines, end-stopped lines
(Stanza = strofe – et afsnit bestående af flere linjer)
(Run-on-lines = når en sætning fortsættes fra en linje til en anden – man er nødt til at læse videre for at få afslutningen på sætningen)
(End-stopped lines = når en linje afsluttes på en naturlig måde, og man ikke behøver læse videre i næste linje for at få afslutningen på sætningen) 
· Rhyme, rhythm, alliteration (bogstavrim), assonance (vokalrim)
· Type: rhymed verse, free verse, blank verse, sonet or ballad

(ALWAYS remember to ask why? Why has the author chosen to make a lot of end-stopped lines, to make it rhyme, etc.? And, of course, answer your question. E.g. “the author has chosen to break the regular rhyme scheme in the last two lines in order to make the reader notice what is said and thus emphasize these last lines”. This way you are moving on to the second level of taxonomy)
