Guide: How to Make a Good 3–5 Minute Presentation (English C Exam)
1. Purpose of the Presentation
You must present your self-chosen topic and show that you can:
- communicate clearly in English
- use relevant vocabulary
- explain why the topic matters
- structure a short presentation

The presentation should last 3–5 minutes.
2. Recommended Structure

A. Introduction (30–45 seconds)
• Introduce your topic
• Explain why you chose it
• Give a short overview of your points

Example:
"Today I will talk about greenwashing and why it is a growing problem. I chose this topic because many young consumers struggle to trust companies’ environmental claims."
B. Main Points (2–3 minutes)
Choose only 2–3 main points such as:
• A problem or challenge
• Causes or reasons
• Examples or case studies
• Consequences
• Your personal perspective

Useful signpost words: first of all, another important point is, finally.
C. Conclusion (20–30 seconds)
• Summarize your main points
• Explain why the topic matters today


Example:
"To sum up, greenwashing affects how we understand sustainability and makes it harder for consumers to make informed choices."
3. Language Tips
✔ Use topic-specific vocabulary
✔ Speak slowly and clearly
✔ Avoid reading directly from your notes
✔ Practice speaking for 3–4 minutes
✔ Use short, clear sentences
4. Common Mistakes to Avoid
❌ Speaking for more than 5 minutes
❌ Reading aloud from a manuscript
❌ Including too many details
❌ Using overly simple or overly complex vocabulary
❌ Missing a clear structure
5. Checklist for Students
- [ ] I have chosen 2–3 main points
- [ ] I use keywords, not a full script
- [ ] I have practiced the timing (3–5 minutes)
- [ ] I have a clear introduction and conclusion
- [ ] I can explain why I chose the topic
