	Setting and mood
Setting (Where and when do the events take place? And in which social environment? And how are these factors significant for the narrative?) 
The mood is the atmosphere of the story. We can identify it by looking at the setting, characters, details, and word choices. By doing so, it will help us find meaning in the story and help us feel more connected to the writing.



	Characterization: 
· What are we told about the characters, and what can we conclude about them, e.g., in terms of age, looks, background, behaviour and personality?
· How does the author create the characters and their personalities? (through dialogue, thoughts, accent, actions, descriptions, appearance, lifestyle choices? 
Note: it is called internal and external characteristics. 
· Do the characters develop? If so, how, and why? 
Also consider: are the characters 
· Flat (two-dimensional) with only a few characteristics (like in fairytales)? 
· Round (complex) like real people?
