7. The Use of Fear and Violence
How does Napoleon maintain control? What role do fear and intimidation play?

8. Blind Loyalty and Manipulation
Why do characters like Boxer remain loyal? Is loyalty portrayed as a strength or a weakness?

9. The Role of Language and Truth
How does the meaning of words and commandments shift over time?

10. Animal Farm as a Political Allegory
How closely does the story reflect real historical events (like the Russian Revolution)? Does it still apply today?
