The Victorian Age;

Education.

The process of social development and political reform, which had begun earlier in the century, continued in the Victorian period. For instance, the working day was limited to ten hours a day and sixty hours a week. 

In 1870 the Education Act was passed by the English Parliament, which provided funding for primary education for all children (aged 5-13 years) . Before this, only about one third of poor children had been educated – at schools run by charitable organisations.
